The North Carolina government house, built between 1767 and 1770 by royal governor William Tryon, represented the British crown and became
North Carolina’s first official capitol. It was also one of the most talked about public buildings in the American colonies. During and after the
Revolutionary War, the Palace played a crucial role in the founding of the new state of North Carolina as home to its elected governors and site of
the state legislature’s first meetings.

A fire destroyed the Palace in 1798 but it was never forgotten. More than 150 years later, a new Palace rose again on the original foundation, based
on archaeological evidence and extensive documentation, including the 18th-century architect’s plans. Furnished with rare 18th-century English
and American art and artifacts, the Palace stands today as a testament to New Bern’s vital role in American history. This fascinating history comes
to life daily with guided tours of the Governor’s Palace and colonial cooking demonstrations in the Kitchen Office. Dressed as if they just stepped
out of the 18th century, our historic interpreters are ready to greet you at the Palace’s front steps for a captivating journey across three centuries of
American history.

THE NORTH CAROLINA HISTORY CENTER

Colonial history intersects with the 21st century at every
turn inside the North Carolina History Center — home
to the Regional History Museum and the Pepsi Family
S ey Center. Walk among legends and artifacts as you read a
letter penned by our nation'’s first president or travel back
in time for an interactive look at New Bern in the 1830s.

Once you've sharpened your skills as a quilter, printer,

ship’s captain, and cook, make time to join us for featured
exhibits in the Duffy Gallery or plan your trip around one of
the many live performances held in Cullman Performance Hall.

Visit the Stanly House, where George Washington slept during
his visit to New Bern, be amazed by the architecture of 19th-century
homes like the Dixon and Hay houses, or visit the Academy Museum
to see our Civil War exhibit. Please keep in mind that some historic
homes and buildings are only open during special events, so please

call ahead for availability.
